To move your ottoman, we recommend lifting it where
possible, as dragging or pushing it could cause damage to the legs or flooring.

Fabric:

Please note, depending on the lighting, positioning and surroundings of your
room, the shade of the fabric will appear differently. Over a period of time, the
fabric may also lighten or fade slightly due to light exposure.
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
