Assembly Tip

Before you begin, we advise laying everything out on a clean and soft level surface to avoid
damaging the unit or your floor. It's best to identify all of the parts and fittings to build your
console/dressing, and to familiarise yourself with all of the parts and fittings before building.

Top Tip
We recommend that you build your new console/dressing in the room you'd like it to be
located. This will help prevent any risk of damage to the product whilst moving it.

5. Use a placemat or a coaster when putting hot items (e.g. hot drinks and dishes) on the
wood surface.

6. It is not recommended to place the item next to sources of heat such as radiators, fires or
directly exposed to sunlight. This may cause the wood to crack, split or fade due to the change
of the humidity and temperature.

7. Wood will mellow and change colour over time, we recommend that ornaments and items
placed on the surface to be moved regularly to prevent uneven mellowing.

8. Regularly check all fixings to ensure none have come loose. Re-tighten if necessary.

9. Avoid sharp items such as a screwdriver or any pointy tools. P-2-11
