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Care and Maintenance

1.Clean with your vacuum curtain attachment (the one with a lint-catching fabric strip) or a
lint roller to stop dust build up.Do this reqularly to keep the chair in its best condition.
2.Try to keep your chair away from direct sunlight, and not too close to heat sources, as this
can cause fading over time.Do not allow the chair to make direct contact with any radia-
tors or sources of heat.
3.Wipe up the spillages as quickly as possible by gently dabbing or blotting with a dry cloth
until the mark fades away. Some tougher spills, such as oil and grease,can be more per-
sistent and leave a stain. In this case, it's best to contact a specialist cleaning service.
4.Do not drag the chair. When moving, lift the chair off the floor.
5.Keep children and pets away while assembling the chair. Small parts could be a choking
hazard.
6.Re-tighten all nuts and bolts after two weeks of use and regularly thereatfter.
7.Do not sit on the arms of the chair.
8.Do not jump on the chair.
